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Constructed in Oct./Nov., 1937 in memory of the fallen W.W.I. 
veterans. 

The World War One Cenotaph in Antigonish is located at the 
Federal Building Grounds, Main St. It was previously located 
at the intersection of St. Ninian St. and Main St., West end of 
town (see story regarding the move on p.213). It was built on 
the above location in October/November of 1937 and was 
unveiled on November 11, 1937. 

The material used in its construction was a North Grant 
(Antigonish County) sandstone. It is a plain obelisk, 17 feet 
high, tapering to a pointed cap, designed and completed by 
F.W. Arsenault. The concrete base was put in and donated by 
the MacDonald Construction Company, Halifax, N.S. On three 
sides of the monument are black granite slabs on which the 
names of the dead were carved by W.T. Dalton, Shelburne. 
On the North side is an inscription composed by Miss K.M. 
MacDonald, Teacher in England at Morrison High School 
(1937). 

It was the people of Antigonish and surrounding areas that 
donated to the fund toward the building of the Cenotaph in the 
town of Antigonish.

The Lucky Ones 
My entire life, I’ve been told I’m lucky. Lucky to have grown up in a loving household, lucky to have carried 
a Ross Rifle that didn’t jam up in the muddy trenches, and lucky to have survived the War. I guess I am 
lucky, if lucky means forced to bear the guilt of taking dozens of lives. I am lucky, if lucky means unable to 
sleep because every time I close my eyes I’m transported back to that battlefield. So yeah, I guess I’m 
lucky. 

During my deployment at Vimy, I saw horrors I pray to forget. The problem is, I can’t forget. I can’t forget 
the faces of the soldiers I fatally shot. I can’t forget the mutilated bodies of my friends lying on the 
battlefield. I can’t forget what I’ve done. Some days, I find myself unable to feel and in these periods of 
numbness, I can’t feel sorrow, fear, or despair. Other days an influx of these terrible feelings returns and 
I’m forced to relive my time in Vimy over and over in a vicious, unforgiving cycle. 

At the time of the War, I was diagnosed with shell shock. Not even medical experts understood that wounds 
weren’t just physical, nor did they understand how to treat shell shock. They brushed this condition off, 
perhaps treated by shock therapy or, if you were lucky, the less barbaric treatment of talk and physical 
therapy. However, these treatments were simply to get soldiers back on the front lines and didn’t have a 
goal of long-term rehabilitation in mind. Men who were emotionally distressed to the point of being unable 
to walk, speak or function, including me, were deemed cowards or insane. We weren’t cowards, nor insane, 
we were victims. 

When I arrived back home, a small part of me believed I was still back in those vile trenches. The War had 
been over for years, but I was not done fighting. I couldn’t sleep. I’d often wake up, teary-eyed, confusing 
my bedroom for a battlefield and my wife for an enemy soldier. Eventually, I was diagnosed with post-
traumatic stress disorder and began therapy. Talking about my experiences at Vimy helped me immensely 
on my long road to recovery. Seventy-two years after Canada claimed Vimy Ridge, my battle was finally 
over. I died a proud Canadian veteran in recovery of PTSD. I was survived by my beautiful wife who stood 
by my side despite the hardships we’ve faced. Without her, my lifeline, I probably would’ve faced a more 
gruesome end. 

My entire life, I’ve been told I’m lucky. At first, I didn’t realize it, but now I do. I am lucky. I am lucky I 
sought help for my PTSD. I am lucky I had a loving wife who supported my recovery. I am lucky that I 
didn’t have to fight this battle alone. I am one of the lucky ones. 

In Canada, approximately 10% of all war-zone veterans experience PTSD. An even smaller fraction of 
these veterans have a similar, happy ending. Too many veterans have met tragic ends because their PTSD 
remained undiagnosed or they did not seek treatment. Especially during these unprecedented times, it is 
important to reach out for help. The COVID-19 pandemic has been hard on everyone, but is notably harder 
for veterans suffering from PTSD. This pandemic creates more stress and PTSD triggers. Social isolation 
will make seeking treatment increasingly difficult. Today, it is more crucial than ever to seek help, and 
ensure others seek help, for PTSD.

It was a big thing to be invited to the movies because only soldiers were allowed, and 

that was the start to their relationship. 

They got married in 1945 and when the war was over John returned to Canada. At that time Evelyn was 5 

months pregnant with their first child so she couldn’t travel. Once the baby was 5 months old, she travelled 

to Halifax N.S. on the ship RMS Aquitania. The sailing was in March, and was very rough, causing many 

to be seasick including Evely and her 5 month old son. Upon arrival in Halifax N.S. they were checked 

out by doctors. Once cleared they were allowed to take a train to Moncton N.B., where they were reunited 

with John. Then they travelled to Sussex N.B. to meet John’s family. 

In conclusion the next Remembrance Day try to remember John and Evelyn Walker, a bomber who didn’t 

just want stamps.

101 year old veteran Joseph “Alcide” 

LeBlanc: The Longest Serving Yarmouth 

Gunner (Ret’d) 

World War II veteran Joseph “Alcide” 

LeBlanc and  Royal Canadian Legion 

Branch 155 Wedgeport, NS member was 

presented with a Regimental (artillery) 

Scroll making him the Longest Serving 

Yarmouth NS Gunner (Ret’d). Mr. LeBlanc 

was awarded this title by the Yarmouth 84th 

Independent Field Battery Royal Canadian Artillery on his 101 birthday March 21, 2021. Photo shows 

Mr. LeBlanc at Veterans Place holding the scroll with a Royal Regiment coin in the corner. 

Mr. LeBlanc was a 25 pounder artillery gunner in the 4th Field Regiment of the 2nd Division, Canadian 

Army. He landed in Normandy, France shortly after D-Day. He and his unit fought heavily for three weeks 

against the Germans in Caen, Normandy, which was 70% destroyed. He was also a batman to the Captain 

who decided where the artillery should be aimed. Two previous drivers and a Captain were killed. He 

fought against the Germans for over 11 months from Normandy to near Berlin where he was on May 8, 

1945, the Victory in Europe Day. He also served as a peacekeeper for three months in Germany. 

In 2014 he received the French Medal of Honour that was instituted in 1802 by Napoleon Bonaparte to 

thank his best soldiers. He also received the 70th anniversary of the liberation of Normandy medal. He was 

born in Wedgeport, NS. Joseph “Alcide” LeBlanc passed away in Yarmouth on September 3, 2021. 
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Addison “Wesley”  
Spinney 

Addison “Wesley” Spinney was born in 1923 in 

Pubnico Head, Yarmouth County. He served during 

WWII as Quartermaster aboard the destroyer HMCS 

Qu’Appelle which fought on D-Day June 6, 1944 and 

subsequent weeks. He also served on a corvette, the 

HMCS Kamloops, that was a convoy escorting ship 

from Canada to the United Kingdom. He said that they 

were shot at from under the sea, from the sky and from 

enemy ships. He remembered vividly plucking 

casualties out of the water and at times during a battle 

they could not stop. He said they had to steam through 

them and could hear them hollering.  He came out of 

the war without a scratch but with a lot of bad 

memories that were with him until his death. 

Upon his return to civilian life, he continued his 

military interests by serving 18 years with the 14th Field Artillery and as an instructor for 33 years with the 

110 Yarmouth Army cadets sponsored by the Royal Canadian Legion Branch 155 Wedgeport NS of which 

he was a most faithful member always attending meetings and legion events. 

In 2014 he received the French Medal of Honour that was instituted in 1802 by Napoleon Bonaparte to 

thank his best soldiers. He also received the 70th anniversary of the liberation of Normandy medal. He died 

at age 97 on December 4, 2020.

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Tony’s Story 

My name is Tony Lipton. I was born on 24 August 1916 in Glace 

Bay and I am the oldest of 14 children, seven boys and seven girls. 

Two of my brothers are deceased now. If all my siblings had lived 

there would have been 21 of us. My mother just had her 105th 

birthday and she resides at The MIRA Nursing Home. 

When I was around two years, old my family moved to Stellarton. 

I went to school completing grade seven and I liked my seventh 

grade teacher so much I stayed there for two years. Sisters of Charity taught me. Anyway, after grade seven 

I just quit. I went to work because as the oldest I had to help my parents. My Dad worked in the mines, so 

I went to work in the mines too plus I did any odd jobs that I could find. When I would get my pay from 

the mines I would go home and give it to my Mother and she in turn would give me $2.00 back. In 1939, 

I went to work in a box factory at Grand Lake around Enfield area. I stayed there for eight to 10 months. 

In June 1940, my friend Joe Wilsack convinced me to go to New Glasgow to join the Army. There was a 

long line waiting to get into the Pictou Highlanders; another long line to get into the North Nova Scotia 

Regiment; and another outfit with a long line of guys waiting. Joe said he had a friend Jim White who was 

a dragger man at the mines. So we went to see him and told him we had our First Aid Certificates and it 

just happened that was exactly what 22nd Field Ambulance was looking for. He gave them our names and 

that’s how we got in. I got in with a bad knee but Joe didn’t get in because they couldn’t see his chest in 

an x-ray. He did get in later though. You see we had to have drag to get into the Army! 

I met a young woman in 1936 and by now we had been together four years but we had no money to get 

married. The Army informed us that we would be sent overseas in six weeks. My girlfriend worked as a 

head pastry girl at the Green Lantern Restaurant in Halifax so I called her and asked her to marry me. She 

wanted me to give her two months but I told her I was leaving in six weeks. She said, “What about my 

Mom and Dad?” to which I responded, “I’m not interested in your Mom and Dad, I’m interested in you.” 

I told her I’d call her the next night at 6:00 p.m. The next night I called her, there were one or two rings. I 

asked her again and she responded, “well yes”. I told her that was good because I had all the arrangements 

made. You see I didn’t want to go overseas without marrying her. I thought if I didn’t come back, she’d at 

least have a little money coming to her. We married on 3 August 1940 at Saint Mary’s Basilica in Halifax. 

Her name was Catherine Henman. Those six weeks turned out to be 12 months later because I didn’t go 

overseas until July 21, 1941. In the meantime, Catherine became pregnant. We rented an upstairs house on

Wood Street in Truro for $5.00 a month, no lights and no water. A lorry, which is a big truck, would make 

daily rounds from Debert to Truro and return daily. That’s how I got back and forth to work. 

Now Catherine was about eight months pregnant when we got word of leaving for overseas. But we didn’t 

know exactly when we were going and when I found out I couldn’t get word to my wife. When we were 

loaded on the train I was given a great big chocolate bar. There was a guard outside and there was no way 

I could get past him to let my wife know I was leaving. I happened to see a MacKay girl we knew and she 

went by the car train I was on. I managed to get the car window open and got her attention. I asked her to 

give the chocolate bar to Catherine and to tell her this was it. It was like a ton of bricks off my back knowing 

that I got word to her. I was overseas just two weeks when I received word that we had a baby girl. 

We arrived at Pier 21 and boarded an oriental boat ORION. We landed at Cardiff Wales and from there 

boarded a train to Aldershot. I was never in action. We route marched an awful lot. We move around 

Southern England in Kent County. This was probably mostly 3rd Division to my knowledge. By now after 

2-1/2 years in the Army on cross country route marches with full packs of 47 pounds and going about 15 

miles. Anyway I dropped back about 1 mile from camp and met another man who dropped back also. He 

had flat feet. At camp supper that night I couldn’t get up and I couldn’t straighten my knee up. I had dry 

knee that turned out to be arthritis at the seat of the injury. I said to some man from Stewiacke, “don’t 

leave, I can’t get up”. I lay awake thru the night and decided to go to sick parade the next morning. There 

were 15 men ahead of me with blisters. When the Doctor got to me he told me to take my shoes off, as he 

thought I had blisters too. Instead I pulled up my pant leg and as he looked at it he asked me “who let you 

in the Army?” to which I responded, “you did”. 

I was put in a general hospital outside London. It was a kind of cute operating hospital. There were about 

10 patients there and the nurses couldn’t wait to get you. They would heat “pigs” or hot water bottles to 

warm our feet at night. I was there about a month. 

As time went on, I was put on a category for my knee. I ended up in Basing stoke, outside London where 

I was a training orderly sent there to work on the boat coming home. I was there approximately 1-1/2 years. 

I kind of liked that kind of work and thought I would like to continue doing it in life because I was helping 

people. I next remember boarding the Isle de France to return back home. 

February 14, 1944 probably around 8:00 p.m. the train landed in Truro. It was cold when I landed home 

and rapped at the door. As soon as my wife saw me she ran upstairs to get the baby to show her to me. I’ve 

got to tell you my wife caused more trouble within my unit. Every month she got $76.00 and her pattern 

upon receiving her cheque was to look after me first. Every month she would send me 1,000 cigarettes 

and a parcel. In the parcel would be a mouth organ, toothpaste, cookies, date squares, you name it. Guys 

used to joke and say what’s the second thing you’re going to do when you get home to which the response 

was - take the backpack off! 

And so I got to meet this beautiful plump little girl named Sally. But you see Sally’s father was a picture 

on the mantle. So after about 25 days of trying to warm up to this little girl, I went out and bought her a 

red rocking horse for $2.00. That was the turning point. And to this day, Sally still has that red rocking 

horse!

After my 28 days leave was up, I went back to No. 11 Depot in Halifax to work and come home every 

weekend. We weren’t doing too badly until one weekend I was put on fire duty and had to stay in Halifax. 

I told my Sergeant I wanted to see the Officer in Charge. He paraded me in and I proceeded to tell him that 

I was in the Army for 4 years and was never in trouble. I went on to explain to him that I had a little girl 

born while I was overseas and that it took me a long time to win her over, and if I didn’t go home for two 

weeks, I would lose all I had gained with her. The OC told the Sergeant to take me off fire duty. 

Two months later the Doctor that signed me in the Army, signed me out of the Army. Every two years over 

approximately six years I had to go to Camp Hill where the same Doctor always saw me. 

I saw a lot of death. At the Plastic Surgery Neurological Hospital there were nine buildings and 18 wards. 

Each ward had 15 beds on the left side, then a horseshoe, and then another 15 beds on the right side. We 

only had a little night-light to work with. One night in particular that I remember it was around one or two 

in the morning. Everyone was awake and I was going around taking their orders for juice or whatever. As 

I was making my rounds I heard a man behind me and when I looked he was huge, looked like Lil Abner. 

He was following me and making strange noises. I began to sweat and everyone kept asking, “What are 

you going to do Orderly?” That strange man followed me until about the second last bed. I realized there 

wasn’t one man in the ward that could help me. Then it came to me that I was the boss there! I turned to 

that man and in a loud voice I said, “What are you doing out of bed?” I ordered him in bed and I made 

darn sure he was well tucked in. It was kind of sad you know. 

Then there was another time when I asked one of the patients to do me a favor and help clean the ashtrays. 

The ashtrays were always full. He wouldn’t help me. Then the day came when he needed an enema so I 

asked the nurse if carbolic soap would cause any damage. She told me she thought it would sting a little 

but that it was not damaging. Well I mixed some of the soap in the enema and administered it. Well let me 

tell you he had fire in his eyes when he came out of the washroom and I never had trouble getting his help 

after that! 

I remember when I was on the boat that left Greenock, Scotland; the Friday night “law of the sea” was 

that you didn’t leave before midnight. Word got to us to get the sick bay ready because a Ship’s Company 

man needed his appendix out. We had an officer specialist going back to Toronto with us. Our Major got 

the specialist to operate. He told us that the operation on Civilian Street would cost $500.00. On that trip 

we started out with a man on the ward covered with eczema from head to toe. Another man had both his 

eyes out. It was either the first or second night out that a rap came on the ward door. There was a little 

blond woman and she told me her husband was in the ward - he was the man with no eyes. I took her in 

and she stayed all night with him but I made sure she was out by six a.m. It turned out she slept with him 

every night. Two or three nights after we left we were once again told to get the Sick Bay ready. This time 

there was a POW u-boat sailor who needed to have his appendix out. He was a little blond about nineteen 

years old. There were two guards on him and we named him Willie. 

As time went on we’d get some guys in who had CLAP. At one point there were eleven of them. We had 

to give them two big tablets, sulfarthyson, every four hours. They looked like peppermints and we had to 

make sure they took them. Halfway through an officer came in. He was a ferry pilot who looked just like 

Gregory Peck. He had the CLAP. I asked him where in hell he got it. He said that two weeks back he was 

with his wife. She didn’t know he was coming home and he didn’t know what to do. I suggested that he

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go home, pick up his wife and take her to the doctor. That was the end of the story. He just wanted someone 

to give him some advice. 

Among the POWs there was a man who was the Captain of the pocket battleship Sharnhorse. Our officer, 

a Major, told us this POW was coming up to the Sick Bay to visit Willie and it would be nice if we came 

to attention when he arrived, out of respect. Up come this little man with a nice suit, little black beard, but 

no hat. Everyone came to attention and he looked us up and down. As he passed the man with no eyes and 

the man with the bad eczema, he patted them on their heads. After that he saw a man in the Galley doing 

pots and pans and he said, “same as in Germany”. He spoke good English. 

While in International waters the loudspeaker announced that we had two hours to buy things at the canteen. 

Willie was going to Cogswell Street Hospital and I decided to take up a collection to buy him some goodies, 

hoping to leave a good taste in his mouth. Everybody agreed. While collecting I tried to stay clear of the 

man with no eyes. He said, “Orderly, something is going on”. I said, “Oh, it’s nothing” but he insisted he 

wanted to know what was going on. So I told him I was taking up a collection for Willie and the man with 

no eyes gave me 54 crown. Even the guards gave me money. I went 

to the canteen and bought chocolate bars, toothpaste, etc. whatever. 

Upon presenting Willie with a bag of goodies, he cried. 

In my civilian life, I was an Engine man on the railroad for 33 years. 

On August 3, 2000, Catherine and I were married 60 years. We had 

nine children, six girls and three boys. We lost a son in 1960 in an 

accident. We have 22 grandchildren and 21 great grandchildren. My 

wife passed away on August 30, 2000 of a massive brain 

hemorrhage. 

I am a Legion member. I live in Parkland Estates. It’s an assistant 

living residence. My hobby is making Jacob’s ladder in bottles. I’ve 

been doing this since 1962 and have made approximately 1,500. I 

believe in keeping things simple and I always look for the good in 

people. You see, everyone has some good in them; and there are 

two sides to every story.

Lloyd’s Story 

My name is Lloyd MacDonald. I was born on 13 June 1919 in Gabrus, 

Cape Breton Island, Nova Scotia. I was the oldest of two boys and three 

girls. At the age of 14, I quit school after completing grade eight. I went to work for my Dad who was a self-

employed fisherman. In 1941, I went to Sydney and joined the Army as a Radar Operator. 

I took my Basic Training in Yarmouth and was sent to Petawawa for my Advanced Training. My unit was 

being sent overseas but I got sick on the train and ended up in Debert with the mumps, and in quarantine. By 

the time I got out my unit was gone overseas to form up a radar unit. I was given papers to go overseas on my 

own, and they didn’t even give me embarkation leave. I was put onboard the SS ANDES out of Halifax and 

landed at Mercy Docks in Liverpool. Across the harbour the docks were all aflame and being night time we 

couldn’t see too much. The Germans were bombing the hell out of Liverpool, England. I was shipped by rail 

to some camp in England that I can’t remember the name of. I went by rail in Yovall in South England and 

met up with my unit. Canada had no radar unit so I spent a year in the British Army getting acquainted with 

radar. This was around April 1942 at the entrance to Portsmouth, England. Then I got sick again and spent 3-

4 months in the hospital. When I got out I gladly went back to the Canadian Army. Grub and pay was bad, but 

it was worse in the British Army. 

Now we were in a mixed Battery with approximately 200 female ATS. We worked together at a rocket site in 

Portsmouth. Sometimes the German planes would be over us before we heard them. We were the 2nd Heavy 

Anti-Aircraft with 1,600 members. There were three Batteries and each Battery had two troops with four guns. 

There was one radar site to each four guns. There was one radar site to each four guns. We sent out the bearings, 

angles and range. It was pretty much the same principle as used today. Information is from the radar to the guns. 

We were in action pretty much all the time. There were German planes over us almost every night and 

sometimes throughout the day. I was scared. Then we went to France where I lost a lot of my buddies. Three 

in my outfit were killed outright. My unit used to send balloons with radar reflectors up in the air to follow 

the weather. Information was passed on to the Air Force. Some of the balloons went up as high as 60,000 feet 

and when they were that high, they enlarged as big as a five-story building. 

Once we took up position 1-1/2 miles from Cap Gris Nez, near Calais. By noon we were dug in an open field 

and the Sergeant and I thought we would walk to lunch. We were halfway across the field when the Germans 

continued ...

fired on us. I tell you when a 2,000-pound shell lands 50 feet in front of you, you just lay and pray. In that 

battle the Germans destroyed four of our guns, killed four and injured many. We were shelled for 1-1/2 hours. 

Our cook was shaving against a tree and the top of his head was cut off. Our Commander ordered us to leave 

the guns and get into nearby caves until dark. That’s how we got out. 

After that, my unit sent me to Belgium where I guided planes and did weather reports for about 1-1/2 months. 

Then we were set up in Dunkirk part of the winter building a border. There were Germans there and at meal 

time the gunner would shoot a few rounds to keep them active. I met a guy from Saint John, NB. 44-46 years 

later that had been taken prisoner of war at Dunkirk. He recalled to me how the Canadians would send in 

airbursts when they were being marched for their meals. 

I was then sent to Holland and up to Germany doing the same job. That year on the 1st of April they were 

going to let one man go on leave to England. Out of 1,600 men, my name got picked. I spent two weeks on 

leave in England. It took me almost a week to get there. I went to see the girlfriends. I still hear from one yet. 

I stood with her and her husband when they got married. 

On the 5th of May we overran a civilian camp where the SS were trying to burn down the barracks. There were 

lots of kids with swollen bellies. We were left guarding 15-20,000 German prisoners who lived in tents with wired 

fences around them. These were mostly young men officers. One night they even hung their own commander. 

We never abused any of them. There were about 200 horses. I remember we marched the prisoners to Holland to 

return the stolen horses to the farmers. There were trucks ahead, on the sides and in back of the prisoners. But 

coming back we put the prisoners in trucks. You couldn’t trust the young guys; some as young as 14. 

I left Scotland on the 8th of July and landed in Halifax on the 13th of July. I took the first train out to Sydney 

arriving that night. There were two girls who met me first and my father and a sister. I didn’t even know my 

own sister. I was on leave for 30 days and went fishing with my Dad every day and chased girls all night. I 

was discharged on 10 October end of demobilization. For two years I fished with my father and then I got a 

job with the Department of Fisheries. I worked for them for 30 years. 

I married Daisy Latham on 20 July 1948 and we had two children, a boy and a girl. That union lasted 11 years. 

On 25 November 1960, I married Bethena Stubbert. She passed away on 18 January 2002. I have three 

grandchildren and three great grandchildren. 

I’ve been a member of the Royal Canadian Legion Branch No. 12 in Sydney for 41 years. I’m also a member 

of Normandy Veterans Association No. 58 N.S. Branch No. 1. I reside at Parkland Estates and for hobbies I 

play darts and bowl.

Ryland’s Story 

My name is Ryland Leroy Marshall. I was born 24 December 1921 in 

Truro, NS and I’m the second oldest of five children. What a bad time to be born. I always got gypped out of 

birthday presents and rarely had a birthday party. The house I was born in is still standing at 27 Exhibition Street, 

straight across from the main door of the Legion. The man who built the house was a counterfeiter who got 

caught and was sent to jail; so my father got a real good deal out of it. We were a close family. My Dad worked 

at Stanfield’s and I had two younger brothers who were in the Army and both were in Normandy. Thank God 

all three of us returned home from the war. 

After I graduated from High School, I completed one year of studies in Sciences 

at the Nova Scotia Agriculture College. In 1941, I went down to Halifax to join 

the Air Force but when they gave me the medical I failed the eye sight portion. I 

told the guy doing the testing that I really wanted to get into the military so he 

advised me to go try the Navy. He said the Navy didn’t have the equipment to do 

eye tests that the Air Force had and he told me what to do when it came time for 

my eye test. His words of wisdom were “doing both hands over the same eye”. So 

I went to the Navy recruiters, did what I was told, and passed. I went back home 

to Truro waiting for my call. In the meantime I had an appendix attack and had 

surgery. Well I recovered and by Spring of 1942 I was enlisted in the Navy. 

I took communication training in Saint-Hyacinthe, Quebec and by summer I was 

sent back to Halifax onboard the corvette HMCS Battleford. I served there for 

three years. The HMCS Battleford did convoy duty between St. John’s, 

Newfoundland and Ireland and the Mediterranean. We escorted all transportation 

ships, freighters, tankers, whatever went overseas. I made approximately 58 trips 

over and back! My job as a Coder was to decode all secret messages that came in. 

The first six months I was onboard, I was seasick all the time. I couldn’t eat and let me tell you it wasn’t much 

of a life. I slept in a hammock and wore the same clothes 12 days at a time with no showers. I drank a lot of 

tomato juice. The food on ship was pretty good once I was able to keep it down. Those corvettes were so rough 

that when food was placed on the tables it very quickly ended up on the floor. I remember one young man who 

was seasick as well. He was fairly new on the ship and one-day he just disappeared. He apparently jumped 

overboard and committed suicide.

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In those days we only made about $1.25 a day. Whenever we 

were in St. John’s, Newfoundland over a 3 to 4-day stint, I would 

get a bed at the Salvation Army for $1.00 per night. It was like 

being in a hotel and a bit like heaven after sleeping in those 

hammocks and it was the best $1.00 I ever spent. 

On the way to the Mediterranean, the convoys were attacked by 

u-boats at night and aircrafts by day. Many of the freight 

transportation ships were torpedoed but we weren’t allowed to 

stop. We would just scoop men out of the water, one at a time 

and many men were left behind in the water. One incidence I particularly remember was when we picked up a 

US Merchant Marine who was badly burnt. I gave up my hammock for him to sleep in and for the next 10-12 

nights I slept on the deck. And I don’t think that deck stopped rolling the entire time I slept on it! 

I recall once we made a half trip to Murmansk, Russia. The reason it was a half trip was because the ship would 

ice up on one side causing it to tip so we had to go back to Ireland. 

My superiors recommended me for Commissioning from the Ranks, and if selected I would have been sent to 

King’s College in Halifax to study. But, they caught up with my eye problem and offered me a discharge. I 

refused and lied, and told them my records indicated good eye sight when I joined so it had to have happen 

while I was in the service. 

I volunteered for Japan but they surrendered before I was sent over. I was released from the military in September 

1945 end of demobilization. After the war I went to Nova Scotia Technical College in Halifax and studied 

Electrical Engineering for three years. It was a special course offered after the war. Upon completion I stayed 

and taught for five years and then I went to work at Stanfield’s where I worked for 33 years and retired as Vice 

President. 

I joined the Royal Canadian Legion Colchester N.S. Branch No. 26 on January 4, 1947. This is my 59th year. I 

was President when the present building was being built. In 1985 I received the Diamond Jubilee Medal and 

received Life Membership in 1999. I was also President at the Truro Golf Club, Rotary Club, Chamber of 

Commerce and Vice President of the Curling Club. 

I met Doris Hunt in Truro and in 1950 we got married in Halifax. We have 

two children, a son and a daughter, who both reside in Truro and two 

granddaughters. We lost Doris on 29 February 2004 and I miss her very 

much. 

If war was on and everyone was joining I’d do it all again! I sure wouldn’t 

look forward to the seasickness again though!

John Joseph McCabe was born on 18 December 1926 in Truro, Nova Scotia to Lawrence Frederick McCabe 

and Mary Lillian (née: Coldwell) McCabe. He was married to Irene (née Ripley) McCabe. John was the second 

youngest of seven children - five boys and two girls. 

At the age of 18, John enrolled for wartime military service 

in 1944 believing it was his duty to do what he could to 

try and save the country. He received his basic training in 

Cornwallis, Nova Scotia where he was assigned to 

Supplies Assistant. He also received three months basic 

training in Quebec City. Following basic training, John 

was then posted to “HMCS New Liskeard” which was a 

minesweeper. This ship was detailed to the St. Lawrence 

River, Halifax Harbour and Port aux Basque, 

Newfoundland. During the latter part of the war, John was 

posted to the “HMCS Albertan” which was dispatched to 

the mouth of the St. Lawrence River to trace a submarine 

(U190). The “HMCS Albertan” was an ocean-going tug. 

It did not have any form of defence, just rifles. For this reason, the crew kept track of the vessel at a distance. 

During the war, the HMCS Albertan was to escort convoys across the ocean. If a ship was torpedoed, they 
could help by putting a line on the ship to help save the crew. 

Later, John was transferred back to the minesweeper, HMCS New Liskeard. This ship did convoy-duty as well. 

This would have been close to the end of the war. John did not encounter any conflicts, nor did he see any 

injuries. The only thing that may have scared him somewhat was when the old 4.7 was fired off the bow of the 

ship. The whole ship shuttered as a result of the combustion. This was nerve wracking for some time. 

An interesting and amusing story John recounted was as follows:  

While tied up at Point Head Naval Base in North Sydney, John and his buddies (Jake Hamilton & Bub Terris) 

went into Sydney for the evening. After their evening out, they were too late to catch the last harbour craft which 

would take them back to the Base. So, they had to take a taxi. When they arrived at the Base gate, the guard on 

duty would not let the taxi take them to the ship. This was not good as it was quite a distance to walk from the 

gate to the ship. Off to the side of the gate were two or three parked army jeeps. Sparky told John to keep the 

on-duty guard occupied while he went around back “to borrow” one of the jeeps. Sparky was able to start up 

one of the jeeps and the four of them piled in together. They started down the hill towards the wharf. This 

particular night was exceptionally foggy. The fog was so thick that it was difficult for Sparky to see where he 

was going. So, he stuck his head out the window in an effort to see better and when he did he lost his glasses.

He couldn’t see anything after losing his glasses. Because he could not see, they went off the road and over a 

ditch onto another road. Just in this particular area, there were piles of huge steel floats stacked in pyramid 

shapes. These steel floats were used to hold up submarine nets. Each of these floats was about four feet in 

diameter – really quite large. Because Sparky was unable to see, the army jeep bumped the corner of one of 

these huge floats. Down came the steel pyramid! As soon as John and his buddies realized that these floats were 

coming down, they kept going in the jeep because they were ahead of them. The floats were like a steel wall 

right behind them. They went all over the place. They went into the water and everywhere. The boys made it 

safely back on board their ship. No one was the wiser as to how these floats had come down. Once the captain 

of their ship heard about the incident, he figured it must have been one of his crew who were responsible. The 

next morning at 0500 hours, they set sail. 

John was discharged from duty in 1946 and returned to Truro, NS. He initially worked as a labourer with the 

town and then with Canadian National Railway (CNR). After taking a typing course, John worked in the Claims 

Department for CNR where he worked for 35 to 40 years. John enjoyed this work because it called for “the use 

of the noggin”. During his years of service, John was also the CNR union representative which could be at times 

quite stressful. For hobbies, John has thoroughly enjoyed gardening, fishing, hunting and playing cards with the 

boys. Also, he enjoyed bowling and was president for quite a few years. 

John was a member of the Royal Canadian Legion Branch 16 since 1946. 

He passed away at Camp Hill Veterans Hospital in Halifax on August 16, 2020.  

John had three brothers who also served. They are as follows: 

Francis Raymond (Frank) McCabe, F65891 enlisted in No. 6 District Depot, Canadian 

Army on 25 September 1942 at the age of 22. He served on the front lines in North Africa, 

Italy (wounded) and was posted to the United Kingdom. He received the 1939-1945 Star, 

Italy Star, Canadian Volunteer Service Medal and Clasp. He 

was discharged on 22 March 1946. 

Postcard: “Dad you can have this one if you want it. I know you 

don’t keep any photos but you can keep this one to ward off all 

mice and such. Frank, Rome March 2/45.” 

Ernest Herbert (Ern) McCabe joined the Navy on 30 June 1944. He 

was posted to a minesweeper.

The Groesbeek Memorial 

The Groesbeek Memorial commemorates, by name, those members of the Commonwealth land forces who died during the 

campaign in Northwest Europe between the time of crossing the Seine at the end of August 1944 and the end of the war in 

Europe. It contains 1,068 names of which 103 are Canadian. Seven of those war dead are from Nova Scotia. 

BLACK WATCH (ROYAL HIGHLAND REGIMENT) OF CANADA 

MacKINNON, GREGORY ALLAN. Lance Corporal. 13/10/1944. Son of Mr. and Mrs. Michael MacKinnon of Glace Bay. 

Allan suffered a serious head wound and was taken prisoner by the Germans and died in a German army field hospital that 

same day. 

HIGHLAND LIGHT INFANTRY OF CANADA 

SKINNER, RALPH. Private. 3/01/1945. Son of Abraham and Annie Skinner, of Sydney. Ralph was killed in action and reported 

dead by the Germans. 

STORMONT, DUNDAS AND GLENGARRY HIGHLANDERS 

MEAGHER, ALEXANDER. Private. 13/09/1944. Son of Rose Meagher of Dartmouth. He was killed by a sniper near Axel, 

the Netherlands, while serving with the Polish Army. 

ALGONQUIN REGIMENT 

CONN, ELMER EUGENE. Private. 27/02/1945. Son of Joseph Conn of Dutch Brook. Elmer was wounded (arm and leg) and 

taken prisoner on 14 September during the fighting around the Leopold Canal. KIA. He was killed in when RAF Bomber 

Command bombed Liepzig which included Stalag 4B. 

PETTIPAS, LEONARD FRANCIS. Private. DOD 14/09/1944. Son of Oscar Pettipas, and of Harriet Pettipas, of Linwood, 

Antigonish Co. KIA. Leonard was killed by shrapnel, fired from Canadian guns, just hours after joining the Algonquins. 

CANADIAN SCOTTISH REGIMENT 

WILLIAMS, CLIFFORD LORNE. Private. DOD 20/12/1944. Son of Stanley Samuel and Carolina Georgina Williams; 

husband of Edna May Williams, of Canning, King's Co. Clifford was killed in action and recorded as “missing presumed dead.”

CAMPBELL, MURDOCK JOSEPH. Private. 17/05/1945. Son of Stephen Campbell of Gabarous. Murdoch drowned in the

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For over ten years Arras Branch 59 of the Royal Canadian Legion in Antigonish had hoped to have the 

local WW1 cenotaph moved (see cover photo). The location behind the Post Office in Chisholm Park had 

become too small to accommodate the increasing crowds that were attending the remembrance services. 

This area in town was also being used by many other groups throughout the year and the cenotaph was 

being encroached upon. Several years ago another major factor that intensified the need to find a more 

suitable home for the monument occurred. On the East end of Main St. the WW2 arch and memorial had 

to be taken down for safety reasons. The World War 2 plaques were therefore put into storage. Not being 

displayed meant that for several years Antigonish was not commemorating the soldiers from the area that 

had given their lives in that war.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

A plan was put in place to find a new location to honour vets of both wars, and to have the WWI cenotaph 

moved there. A committee of volunteers considered various locations and after much research, settled on 

Columbus Field. Not only would it be large enough to accommodate a large cenotaph and the crowds of 

Remembrance Day, but it would also be very visible and accessible to all. 

It took several meetings for the committee to choose the new design that had to then be sketched and 

presented to all parties (The Town of Antigonish, The County of Antigonish and the Columbus Club.) Once 

approved, the Legion had to set up working agreements, and set out the process for contracting out the 

work for the move and reconstruction of the cenotaph. 

A detailed plan of the move and reconstruction was made and contractors were hired to build the new 

Cenotaph foundation in Columbus Field. The new foundation would allow the Cenotaph to be much higher 

and more visible from Main Street.

In the summer of 2020 the new foundation was poured and the work began on readying the WW1 cenotaph 

for the big move. The cenotaph needed to be cut from its base and cut in two! It would be too tall to move 

in one piece. Once these cuts were made the cenotaph was then craned onto a flatbed trailer and strapped 

in place. On September 15, 2020 the cenotaph moved down the road to its new location. Many were amazed 

to see the 30 ton stone monument in two pieces on its road trip! 

Once it arrived safely at Columbus Field it was craned onto the new foundation. New matching sandstone 

was added to the concrete base along with steps. Over 1000 paver stones that were in Chisholm Park got 

moved and reinstalled as well. The World War 2 plaques were installed on the front of the new base. A 

new plaque was also installed on the front of the base to display names of both WW1 and WW2 soldiers 

that were missed on the original plaques. With much help from the Heritage Association of Antigonish all 

the biographies of the fallen soldiers from our area have been researched and written.  

On Saturday October 24, 2020 a re-dedication service was held for our new monument, and on Nov 11th  

a scaled-down Remembrance Day service took place there. 

Arras Branch 59 would like to thank all the many volunteers that helped make this project a reality. This 

huge and complex job is now complete and Antigonish and area now have the proper place to promote 

Remembrance.
